Start Time- 7:00am- Check-in 3:00 pm.  Please do your best to be on the 

water by 6:15. Proceed NO WAKE to end of the creek channel.  We will call 

boats from the creek mouth entering the Ohio River.   
Weigh-in scales open at 3:30 pm.  Please stick around to find out your 

boat position for the KBBC Classic  

 
Boat numbers will be called from the last boat at the creek mouth.    
Upon return, place your chip into the bucket located at the KBBC trailer.  -  If you 
come in early, please notify one of the KBBC Staff listed below. 
Do not pass any boat in the lock areas.   Please use common sense and courtesy when 
adhering to this rule.

OFF LIMIT AREAS 
1.  100 Feet of any public boat launch and public docks at boat launches. 
2.  Inside warning buoys at all Dams and Locks.  No Boats Allowed, See Lock - Dam Rules Diagram.

Lock & Dam Rule 

No boats are permitted beyond the Dam Warning Buoys at any lock or dam.  However, Casting of baits 

beyond the line of the buoys is permitted.  No casting baits is permitted in the inner walls of the lock 

chamber entrances.  If the warning buoys are positioned below the shortest lock wall the off limit line 

starts from the end of the long wall.  If the warning buoys are positioned above the lock walls the off limit 

line starts from the end of the short wall.
